On behalf of the California Industrial Hygiene Council (CIHC) I am writing to inform 
you of our support for your SB 23 related to manufactured housing.  Your bill, which 
requires an owner or operator of a mobilehome park or a recreational vehicle park to 
adopt and post notice of an emergency preparedness plan, will increase the protection of 
park residents.
